Usually encouraging but

demonstrates 3-5 discouraging
actions

Barely Prepared to Work
Brings a few necessary items, but
needs to borrow supplies;
assignments not completed;

manner

Low Effort towards Task

Gives 25-50% energy, doesn’t try
hard at all, barely completes
assignments, asks too few
questions to late, is mostly off-task

instead of beginning Do Now; also
brings a poor attitude

Gives 0-25% energy

Doesn’t live up to ability, gives up
quickly, inactive during activities,
takes no pride in work, doesn’t ask
questions, easily veers off task
